Our Sickness Policy 
To maintain a healthy environment for our chil-

dren and our staff, we ask that you keep your 

child home under the following conditions: 

 

 Diarrhea (More than 6 times in the last 24 

hours) 

 Vomiting (2 or more episodes in the last 24 

hours) 

 A temperature of 100+ 

 Ear infections—while ear infections are not 

contagious, the upper respiratory infections 

that cause ear infections are contagious. In 

addition, children are often very uncomfort-

able and cannot be care for adequately in 

the company of other children.  

 Strep throat– once a child has receive 24 

hours of antibiotics, he/she is not conta-

gious and may be brought back to class 

 Chicken pox– when pox marks are scabbed 

and dry, the child may return to the class-

room. 

 Pinkeye—24 hours of treatment before re-

turning to class.

Admission 
 

Children must be between the ages of 6 

weeks and 2 years to enter the program. 

 

To be admitted, parents must supply the 

following: 

 

 A completed Application/Registration 

Form 

 A completed developmental form 

 Understand and sign our policy state-

ment 

 Provide a non-refundable $50 regis-

tration fee.  

 Provide formula, food and diapers for 

infants; a lunch from home for tod-

dlers; one box of baby wipes per 

child; and an extra change of clothing 

for each child 

 

 

Tuition 
 

 Tuition is $20 per day. And is 

due on the first school day of 

the month. 

 A late fee of $5.00 per child per 

day will be added to tuition fee 

is tuition is late. 

 A $25 fee will be added for all 

returned checks 

 A non-refundable registration 

gee of $50. is due when a child is 

enrolled. A 15% discount on the 

registration fee is available for 

each additional sibling.  

 Late Pick-Up Fees: Our hours of 

operation are from 9AM—

2:30PM. A late fee of $5.00 will 

be charged beginning at 2:40Pm 

and $1.00 per minute added for 

every minute thereafter.
